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Durand Sportsmen’s Association, Inc. Constitution

Article 1:  Name and Purpose

Section 1: Name
The name of this organization shall be Durand Sportsmen’s Association Incorporated

Section 2:  Purpose
The purpose of this organization shall be to educate the public and our members on conservation of wildlife, the safe handling and use of firearms, to advance the cause of conservation and shooting sports in all its phases, and to so manage the use of all natural resources that this generation and posterity will receive the maximum benefit from the same.

Article 2:  Membership

Section 1:  Fees and Qualifications
Any person over eighteen years of age who is of good character and reputation and demonstrates safe firearm handling may apply for a membership. Annual dues will entitle member to all club facilities.  The board will set membership dues and payment. The Board of Directors reserves the right to refuse membership to any person.

Section 2:  Voters Privileges
Only those persons whose name appears on the club registry and are in good standing will be entitled to vote.

Section 3: Expulsion
The Board of Directors shall have the power to expel a member for any just cause, including but not limited to unsafe firearm handling, violation of the bylaws, or conduct unbecoming of a member.  All dues will be forfeited with no refunds issued.




Article 3:  Officers
Section 1:  Officers
The officers of this organization shall consist of a president, vice president, secretary and treasurer. The BOD may vote to combine the secretary and treasurer position if need arises. Officers are elected at the annual meeting by the Board of Directors and shall serve a term of one year. There are no term limits.

Section 2:  President/Vice President Duties
The president shall preside at all meetings using (simplified) Robert’s Rules of Order and serve as the official representative of the organization. The vice president shall have the authority in the absence of the president.

Section 3:  Secretary Duties
 The Secretary shall be responsible for keeping accurate records of all meetings, maintaining the membership list, posting notices of meetings, and handling all official correspondence of the organization.

Section 4: Treasurer Duties
The Treasurer shall be responsible for the financial management of the organization. The Treasurer shall keep an accurate record of all financial activities of the club, including an itemized report of income and expenses, and shall present a financial statement at each regular meeting.

Section 5:  Auditing
The books of the treasurer shall be audited before each annual meeting by a committee appointed by the Board of Directors.


Article 4:  Board of Directors

Section 1:  
The Board of Directors shall consist of 12 members. Each member will serve for a 2-year period. Six will be elected one year and six will be elected the following year. The elections will be held at the annual meeting in May each year. A candidate need not be present at the election, but must have communicated to a sitting BOD member their willingness to serve if elected to office. In the event of a permanent vacancy, the President has the authority to appoint a new board member. The appointed individual will serve for the duration of the remaining term, unless they are removed for cause as specified in Section 3 (expulsion).
The Board shall be responsible for the management of all business and property of the organization, including but not limited to the oversight of all firearm-related activities and events.

Special meetings of the board shall be called by request of any one officer or two members of the board.

Any member of the board of directors may be removed from office by a two-thirds vote of the other members of the board, whenever in their judgment the best interests of the organization would be served thereby. Prior to any such vote, the board member in question shall be given written notice of the proposed action and shall have the opportunity to be heard at the meeting at which the matter is to be considered.


Article 5: Order of Business


 Section 1:  Annual Meeting
The annual meeting each year shall be held in May. The order of business shall consist of electing six members to the Board of Directors, reviewing the financial report, and any other business properly brought before the Board.

Section 2:  Dues
All dues shall be paid on or before May 1 of each year. 

Section 3:  Meetings
Meetings shall be held once a month. 

A quorum of 12 members is required for a membership meeting.
A quorum of 7 board members is required to for the board to take action on any issue.


Section 4:  Approval for Expenditures
The heads of approved departments and officers shall be reimbursed no more than $300 in incidental purchases per month. Expenditures exceeding $300 per month must be approved by the board.



Article 6:   Amendment of Constitution
This constitution may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the board members present at any regular or special meeting of the association, provided that notice of the proposed amendment has been included in the notice of the meeting. Any proposed amendment must be submitted in writing to the board of directors at least thirty (30) days prior to the meeting at which the proposed amendment will be considered.






Article 7:   Dissolution
Section 1:  Dissolution
Upon dissolution of said Association, all assets shall be distributed to the
Shiawassee Chapter of the 4-H Club of America.
